
Bible Passages: Genesis 32:1-33:20

Jacob, Who Wrestled with
God

Jacob, who took his brother's blessing, left for Haran to run away from Esau. Haran

was where his mother's older brother, Laban, was living. While living in Haran,

Jacob got married and ended up gaining a lot of property. He also had 11 sons. All

of these things were what God gave to Jacob.

Twenty years had passed. Jacob ended up having to go back to his country

according to the word of God. But because he took his brother's blessing, he was

afraid to meet his brother. And after hearing that Esau was coming out to meet him

with 400 men, he grew even more afraid. So he prayed earnestly to God, saying, 

�od, please protect me from my brother.�

After he prayed, he sent gifts to Esau 

to try to please him.



Later that night, Jacob was left alone when a certain man came and began

wrestling with him. The man, seeing how he did not prevail against Jacob, touched

the socket of Jacob's thigh, causing Jacob's hipbone to become dislocated. When

it became daybreak, the man wanted to leave, but Jacob, earnestly asking for a

blessing, wouldn't let him go until he gave him a blessing. So the man changed

Jacob's name to Israel, which means “He has struggled with God and has

prevailed,”and blessed him.

The man who wrestled with Jacob was God. The day after he received God's

blessing, Jacob ended up meeting Esau. Contrary to Jacob's worries, Esau greeted

Jacob warmly and Jacob was able to go back to his country, as God had said,

safely.
