
Bible Passages: Exodus 24; 32:1-24

The Israelites, Who
W orshipped a Golden Calf

God called Moses up to Mount Sinai to give him stone tablets on which He directly

wrote laws and commandments. Moses left Aaron and Hur in charge of everything

and went up to Mount Sinai. Moses spent forty days and nights on the mountain

listening to God's words.

The Israelites, who were on the bottom of the mountain, were waiting for Moses to

come down. But seeing as how Moses wasn't coming down for a long time, the

Israelites went and talked to Aaron. 

“Look, Aaron! We don't know where Moses, who led us out of Egypt, is, so make a god for us that

can lead us now.”

Aaron told the people to bring their golden earrings. He melted them and made a

golden calf. Then the people, seeing this idol*, said, “This is the god that brought us

out of Egypt!”The next day, they offered offerings to the idol and ate, drank, and

even rose up to play.

*idol: a false god that is not the Lord God. Made of wood, stone or iron.



God saw this and told Moses that He would kill all the Israelites. Moses earnestly

prayed, 

“God, please turn away from your anger and do not kill Your own people.”

God listened to Moses' prayer and did not punish the people. Moses came down

from the mountain and saw the people eating, drinking, and dancing before the

golden calf. His anger burned inside him. He threw the tablets of the Ten

Commandments to the bottom of the mountain, shattering them to pieces. Then he

burned the idol in a fire and destroyed it.
